Proposed Mid-day service
Tuesdays and Thursdays on The Connector

Background

In its first year of operation The Connector bus service has exceeded expectation for ridership. ACTR
and MVRTD have heard from many riders that mid-day service on The Connector would be useful. As a
result, the two transit agencies submitted a proposal to the State Agency of Transportation VIRANS) to
expand the service to include mid-day service. Funds have been made available that would allow MVRTD
and ACTR to set up mid-day service two days per week.

ACTR and MVRTD are seeking public comment on the proposed schedule on the other side of this sheet.

This mid-day service will allow riders to make shorter outings between Middlebury and Rutland, and also
provide an option for daily riders who might need mid-day service for personal reasons on occasion.

Question and Answers

Why is the new mid-day service proposed for Tuesdays and Thursdays?

We have enough unused funds in The Connector budget to put mid-day service on the road for two days a
week. Rider surveys and anecdotal evidence show us that Tuesdays and Thursdays are popular days and a
good place to start. Holidays frequently fall on Mondays resulting in service interruption. We wanted to
select two days to start with that were easy to remember and had consistency.

Will the fares be the same?
Yes, currently the fare is $2 each way and the same fare will be collected on the mid-day service.

How do ACTR and MVRTD anticipate people will use this mid-day service?

This mid-day service provides regular Connector riders with an option to work a shorter day or meet other
personal needs without having to drive when their schedule changes. Both ACTR and MVRTD have
received letters of support from Elders & Disabled partners for mid-day service to help provide more
services to E&D clients. The new mid-day service could also provide connectivity for people whose work
schedules are not traditional 8 am to 5 pm.

Why are there transfers in Brandon?
There is only enough money for one run twice a week. MVRTD will return south at Brandon and the
ACTR bus will return north after making a transfer of passengers.
